New porcelain stoneware concept with an elegant wood look –
TUXEDO: inspired by luxurious hardwood with a fine grain 
Tiles with a wood look continue to be in great demand. This is not surprising as not only do they add a natural flair to modern interior design but they also offer practical advantages. Tiles are much easier to maintain and are tougher than wooden floors, and they also retain their looks in the long-term.
With the successful NATURE SIDE and LODGE concepts, Villeroy & Boch Tiles already offers two attractive wood décors. In keeping with the motto “rediscovering originality”, the TUXEDO floor concept made of vilbostone porcelain stoneware now introduces a special elegant wood look to the range; a look that is inspired by luxurious hardwoods. The new design features fine, long grains with few inclusions, just like carefully selected real wood. The colours range from light shades of grey to a bold dark brown and are evocative of North-American forests with their different types of wood. They create interior harmony and a sense of warmth. Within the covering, the colour gradations create both natural and lively and, at the same time, calm surfaces that are the perfect complement to a modern country look. In keeping with this country style that is also popular with city dwellers, TUXEDO can be used on both walls and floors, for example, to frame a bath or to design the wall around an open fire in the living area.
TUXEDO is available in a long 120 cm format in widths 20 cm and 30 cm and can be laid either in a single format or in a combination of the different formats, as well as in typical parquet patterns. The colour palette comprises the three warm shades beige, mid-brown and greige, as well as the three cool colours ivory, grey and black-brown. Depending on the composition, they enable both high-contrast and harmonious floor designs. The gentle relief surface structure seems to have been planed by hand, whilst the grooved saw-blade impression underlines the authenticity of the wood look. The concept also includes décor tiles in format 30 x 30 cm with panels that create highlights in the floor and on the wall. They can be scattered individually in the covering, or installed to create a carpet effect. 5 x 5 cm mosaics bonded to 30 x 30 cm lattices for designing floor-level showers and 7.5 x 120 cm strip skirting, both in all colours, add the finishing touch to the TUXEDO concept. 
Depending on the choice of colour, TUXEDO can be used to create a modern country atmosphere or a glamorous interior mood. The warm colours enable elegant floors with a natural look and feel in living rooms, bathrooms and bedrooms, whilst the cool colours create timelessly modern coverings. They combine an authentic wood look with all the advantages of ceramics, for example, with regard to allergies or underfloor heating. Whether private building owner or architect, the premium TUXEDO vilbostone porcelain stoneware with its real-wood look offers a wide range of different applications and can also be used outdoors. TUXEDO is also an outstanding alternative to standard wood floors in high-end hotel and shopfitting.
